
About The Park
Platte River State Park (SP) is situated 3
miles west of Louisville about halfway
between Omaha and Lincoln along the
Platte River. The 418-acre park is open
every day of the year and cabins are open
year-round. The park provides a wide 
range of activities and lodging choices 
for individuals, groups and families. A 
park entry permit is required.

Accommodations
Camper Cabins
There are 31 “camper cabins” grouped
around central shower-latrine buildings,
with four to six units in a pod. Some
camper cabins are heated and air 
conditioned. Each cabin has a refrigerator,
fire grate for outdoor cooking and a picnic
table. Linens are provided. 

Modern Cabins
There are 21 modern cabins with 
housekeeping provided, which have 
fully-equipped kitchenettes among their
more amenities. These cabins also have
bathrooms, and linens are provided. All
units are climate controlled and a few
have fireplaces.

Tepees
For a unique camping experience, four
rustic tepees are available to rent and
accommodate six to eight people. Each
tepees have a platform floor, fire ring and
picnic table.

Camping
There are no camping facilities at Platte
River SP, but camping is available at 
nearby Eugene T. Mahoney SP and 
Louisville State Recreation Area.

The Reservation
Call Center is open 9 a.m.-6 p.m., Monday-
Friday and closed on Saturday and Sunday
and all state holidays.

Outdoor Heritage Park
The Outdoor Heritage Education Complex
includes a 50-yard firearm range, 60-yard
archery range, shotgun range and an indoor
air gun range. The complex will be used
for outdoor education, public shooting and
host to large and small events for youths
and adults. Park users can use the Heritage
Park for a nominal fee.
